the day off.

Ha ha, very funny. Well, actually, I have got the day off. So the joke is on you, and it starts 

now. Goodbye! 

Rob 

Feifei, where are you going? Come back and explain what 'the joke is on you' means, please!

OK, Rob! When 'the joke is on someone', it means the person who has tried to make you 

look silly has ended up looking silly themselves. 也就是说玩笑反而开到你自己的头上了！
The joke has backfired. And now you look silly, Rob.

Umm, point made, Feifei. Here are some more examples of this phrase in action. 

Examples 

Daisy laughed at my 'terrible' dress sense, until she found out I was wearing a designer dress. 

I guess the joke's on her now! 

Ha, you thought I'd never beat your time for completing the marathon. But I have, so the 

joke's on you! 

I know you were trying to be funny by saying I'd never pass my exam. But now you're the 

only one who hasn't, so the joke's on you, I'm afraid!
