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Examples
The glass bridge projects from the side of the mountain and is suspended in the air.
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The stair is made up of thick glass steps projecting from the wall. It looks amazing.
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Examples
We found a rock shaped like a face protruding from the edge of the cliff.
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Be careful. There’s a nail protruding slightly from the table top.
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Examples
Frogs’ eyes protrude from their eye sockets.
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Leo’s front tooth protrudes at an awkward angle, so | am taking him to the orthodontist.
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Keep your arms straight by your side, so they do not protrude.
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The southern end of the island is long and thin. It juts out into the sea.
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The rocks jut out from the ground, forming a row of columns.
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Example
Sally jutted her chin and turned her head away from the teacher.
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John jutted out his jaw in defiance.
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
